School who are in the first grade and up should be enrolled in the 
Parish Religious Education Program.

O.C.I.A. - The Order of Christian Initiation of Adults is the process 
by which adults (and children who have reached the age of reason) 
are instructed in the Doctrine of the Church and are prepared to 
receive the Sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation, and Holy 
Eucharist.
